	CHARITY and FELLOWSHIP

*   Blue Goose offers the opportunity to be involved with worthwhile charitable endeavors, resulting in lasting long term friendships and a fulfilling sense of generous accomplishment.  Our orientation towards charity and fellowship is one of the fundamental precepts of our organization.
*   The cumulative result of giving to charity through a group maximizes the effect of each individual’s contribution.

	NETWORKING and ELIGIBILITY

*   Membership is generally available to all members of the insurance community including Property, Casualty and Life carriers, agents, and the service professionals who support them.

*   Blue Goose meetings provide opportunities to meet fellow professionals in a relaxed social setting.
ACTIVITIES

*   We hold monthly evening meetings, occasionally replaced by social or charitable events. They typically start at 5:30 and last about 2 hours.  In Richmond, we meet on the third Wednesday of the month.  In Tidewater, we meet on the third Tuesday of the month.  In Northern Virginia, we meet the second Thursday of the month.  Our business meetings start with a social hour followed by dinner.  Most business meetings include a guest speaker.
